Basic Needs
At the Boys & Girls Club of Oshkosh, 
we understand that kids can’t focus 
on learning, growing, or building their 
futures if their basic needs aren’t being 
met. Our Basic Needs Program provides 
full-support care that addresses the child 
and their family—helping remove barriers 
that often stand in the way of success.

Through a combination of donor 
support, community partnerships and 
direct Club services, we ensure that 
every child has access to essential 
items and support systems. From 
hygiene supplies, household resources 
and nutritious meals to dental and 
vision care, grief support, tutoring and 

holiday assistance, our program offers 
stability, dignity and hope to families 
who need it most.

What makes this program unique is its 
comprehensive, year-round approach. 
Families can access immediate help—
like showers, clothing, or food—while 
also being connected to educational 
workshops, emotional support groups and 
community resources that foster long-
term resilience. Whether it’s a backpack 
filled with school supplies, a fresh 
haircut, or a compassionate ear during 
a difficult time, our Basic Needs Support 
Program ensures every child feels cared 
for, capable and ready to thrive.

Unique 
Programs

Over 2,475 

Basic Need items were distributed. 283 children received gifts 
through Adopt a Family, 628 showers were taken at the Club and 
1.441 children received school supplies through the Club & Back 2 
School Fair partnership.

Mental Health
The Boys & Girls Club of Oshkosh is deeply committed to supporting the mental and 
emotional well-being of every child who walks through our doors. Our Mental Health 
Program combines proactive education, safe spaces and accessible support services 
to help kids build confidence, resilience and healthy coping skills.

Through Social and Emotional Learning (SEL), members participate in weekly 
lessons focused on self-awareness, relationship-building, emotional regulation and 
responsible decision-making—skills that help them navigate life’s challenges both 
inside and outside the Club.

The Zen Den, a dedicated calming space, offers members a quiet place to relax, 
decompress and refocus through sensory activities, art and mindfulness tools.

For youth who need additional support, our Referral Program connects families 
directly with counseling and mental health professionals, making care easier to 
access by offering services right at the Club.

100% of Club members participate 
in weekly Mental Health Programming.

The Boys & Girls Club of Oshkosh’s 
BE GREAT: Graduate program stands 
apart as more than just a mentoring 
initiative — it’s a personalized pathway 
to success. Serving up to 90 teens at 
Oshkosh North, Oshkosh West and now 
Vel Phillips Middle School, the program 
pairs each student with a dedicated 
Graduate & Career Specialist who walks 
alongside them throughout the school 
year and summer. Together, they build 
individualized plans to stay on track for 
graduation and to be college, career 

and community ready. Every participant 
also receives a free Boys & Girls Club 
membership, giving them access to a 
supportive environment and resources 
that amplify their journey. This 
combination of one-on-one guidance, 
year-round support and Club connection 
makes BE GREAT: Graduate a truly 
distinctive opportunity for local youth.

Youth of the Year Program
The Boys & Girls Club of Oshkosh’s Youth of the Year program is a unique opportunity 
for local teens to be recognized for their leadership, service, academics and character. 
Each year, a committee selects one outstanding member to serve as the Club’s 
ambassador and share their story throughout the community. The winner receives 
a $10,000 scholarship from the Charles F. Hyde, Jr. Youth of the Year Scholarship 
Endowment Fund and advances to the state competition, with the chance to move 
on to regional and national competitions for additional scholarships and recognition. 
This blend of leadership development, public recognition and significant scholarships 
makes Youth of the Year a truly unique opportunity in our area.

The Boys & Girls Club of Oshkosh 
partners with the School District of 
Omro to offer after-school care for 
grades K–5 and 4K Wrap-Around  
care at Omro Elementary. Open to both 
Omro and H.B. Patch students, the 
program provides safe transportation, 
affordable memberships and engaging 
activities like art, learning and field 
trips, helping kids learn, grow and thrive.

Winneconne
The Boys & Girls Club of Oshkosh 
is pleased to announce a new 
partnership with the Winneconne 
Community School District to offer  
a comprehensive after-school program 
for students in kindergarten through 
5th grade, beginning in the 2025–
2026 school year. This collaboration 
represents an exciting opportunity 
to expand youth development 
programming and strengthen 
community support for local families.

Hyde Family Community Center
The Hyde Family Community Center is a state-of-the-art environment designed to provide 
a unique space where organizations can partner with the Club and the community to 
support youth and families. The center offers meeting rooms and office space for rent. 
Club programming for adults and families also takes place in the Community Center, 
including a newly launched initiative called “Walk-In Wednesday,” which offers open 
office hours. Once a month, local agencies host these sessions from 3:30–5:30 p.m. in 
the Community Room to help Club families and community members learn more about 
available services and programs.
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
